Four of the five Municipal Working Groups reviewed the Discussion Paper.  Mary Smith (Otonabee-
Peterborough Municipal Working Group) and Bruce Craig (Ganaraska Municipal Working Group) 
provided an overview of the discussions at their meetings.  Gerald McGregor indicated that the 
Kawartha-Haliburton Municipal Working Group had no additional comments.  Lower Trent 
Municipal Working Group also had no comments to add.

APPLICATION FOR GEESE CONTROLέ AND ADDING άCONGREGATION OF GEESE NEAR AN INTAKEέ AS A LOCAL THREAT 
Glenda reviewed both letters with the Committee, indicating that Wayne Stiver also reviewed the 
letters and was in agreement with them.   As a matter of process, the Special Projects letter should 
be addressed to Wendy Lavender, who will provide it to MOE technical staff for review.    
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Monica Berdin indicated that she was concerned about geese congregation in Bobcaygeon and 
asked if it could also be included in the special projects application that the Committee was 
supporting.  It was explained that this was an application by the Peterborough Utilities Commission 
for Geese Control upstream of the Lakefield and Peterborough intakes.   Gerald McGregor 
indicated that he will investigate the problem in Bobcaygeon and get back to Monica.
