Through the municipal working groups, approximately 170 policies and programs have been
identified to date for the municipalities within the Trent Conservation Coalition Source Protection
Region.

The Committee reviewed a preliminary draft letter that will serve as the Notice of Plan Preparation
(as required by Ontario Regulation 287/07 s. 19). Once finalized, the letter will be sent to
landowners identified as having a significant threat.
