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Once a Terms of Reference for the preparation of an assessment report and source protection plan for a
source protection area have been approved under the Clean Water Act, Ontario Regulation 288/07
requires the Chair of the Source Protection Committee to submit quarterly reports to the Source Protection
Authorities in the region. These reports are to include an update on the status of each major task that is
identified in the Terms of Reference work plan. This is the first of my reports.

The five Proposed Terms of References were submitted to the Ontario Minister of the Environment for review
and approval on October 16, 2008. On January 13, 2009, the Crowe Valley, Ganaraska Region, Lower

Trent and Otonabee-Peterborough Terms of Reference documents were approved by the Minister of the
Environment and a notice was published on the Environmental Registry on January 20, 2009. The Kawartha-
Haliburton Terms of Reference was approved January 29, 2009 and the notice published February 5. This
approval set the deadline for submitting the Assessment Reports to the Ministry (one year from the EBR
postings). | have submitted a letter, on the committee’s behalf, to the Minister requesting a 6 month
extension. We await his response.

Since its inaugural meeting in December, 2007, the committee has accomplished much. Some of the key
accomplishments include:

e Prepared the Committee Handbook (the rules for committee governance)

e Established five municipal working groups

e Attended training sessions about the Clean Water Act and its requirements

e Commented on EBR postings (for the draft Assessment Report Regulations and Technical Rules)

e Learned about the source protection region and various local issues

e Visited three municipal drinking water treatment plants

e Prepared Terms of Reference for the five Source Protection Areas

e Consulted with the public on the five Terms of Reference

e Reviewed draft findings from various source protection studies

e Provided input to the future of the Ontario Drinking Water Stewardship Program
